Applicant Qualifications:
· Applicant can apply within 2 years of high school graduation or receiving GED Certification
· Have a high school diploma and graduated with a minimum of 2.5 gpa or have GED Certification

· Participated in 4-H, Rodeo, FFA or have agriculture or ranching background and upbringing during their high school years
· Must demonstrate moderate to severe financial need

· Participated in school or community activities

· Will be a registered student attending an accredited institution of higher learning within the year.  Institutions can include: university, college, community college, technical, business, vocational, agricultural or ranch training program
· What you plan to study must relate to future or career development

· Scholarship will be for one school year and can be used for tuition, registration fees, books and materials and payment will be made directly to the educational facility.  Payment may be made in two installments.
· Preference will be given to students, in this order, from: Archuleta County, La Plata County, Four Corners Region, then any other applicants
· Incomplete applications may be cause for disqualification

· Candidates may be selected for interviews

· Previous scholarship winners may reapply
· Winners must:

· Send thank you notes to the scholarship contributors.

· Maintain a 2.5 GPA, or equivalent, or better at the institute of higher learning.
